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SUMMARY:

The trial court did not err in overruling the juvenile defendant’s motion to suppress his statements made to police officers where, despite the child’s age and intelligence level, the totality of the circumstances showed that he voluntarily, intelligently and knowingly waived his Miranda rights.
The trial court did not err in overruling the defendant’s motion to suppress his statements where there was no indication of police coercion and the totality of the circumstances demonstrated that the defendant made his statements voluntarily.
