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SUMMARY:



The trial court did not err in entering summary judgment in favor of defendants sellers and servicers of Mercedes Benz automobiles where plaintiffs service customers could not demonstrate that a genuine issue of material fact existed as to whether defendants had violated the Ohio Consumer Sales Practices Act, committed fraud, or breached contracts with plaintiffs by charging plaintiffs for more motor oil than their respective automobiles could hold, because under the pricing scheme utilized by defendants, plaintiffs agreed to purchase a bundled set of services, which included an oil change, for a preset price that did not change and that was not based on the actual amount of fluids used.
