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SUMMARY:





The appellate court’s standard of review in reviewing a civil stalking protection order depends on the nature of the challenge:  where appellant challenges the weight or sufficiency of the evidence to support the issuance of the civil stalking protection order, the appropriate standard of review is a manifest-weight or sufficiency standard of review, respectively; but where appellant challenges the scope of the civil stalking protection order, the appropriate standard of review is abuse of discretion.
Evidence of an incident at a drive-through where appellant “yelled at” petitioner, along with two video recordings of appellant’s inappropriate behavior toward petitioner, as well as appellant’s own statement that the “feud” had been ongoing for the past year was sufficient to demonstrate a pattern of conduct by appellant.
Testimony by petitioner for a civil stalking protection order that appellant had threatened his life on multiple occasions and that he feared for his life and personal safety was sufficient to satisfy the physical harm element of R.C. 2903.211.
Neither R.C. 2903.214 or 2903.211 requires a petitioner seeking a civil stalking protection order to have “clean hands” in order to obtain relief.
