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SUMMARY:

The trial court erred in granting summary judgment to defendant board of education on the entirety of plaintiffs’ complaint arising from injuries a high-school student suffered during track-and-field practice by an errantly-thrown discus: the physical-defect exception to political-subdivision immunity, R.C. 2744.02(B)(4), does not require that the political subdivision own the grounds where the injury occurs, and therefore, the physical-defect exception applied to plaintiffs’ claims alleging that the discus-cage netting had holes and gaped, leading to the student’s injury; however, the board of education is immune under R.C. 2744.03(A)(5) with regard to plaintiffs’ claims that the board failed to adequately supervise the students during track-and-field practice.
