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SUMMARY:


Where the parties entered into a contract specifying a rate of interest to be charged when money owed under the contract became due and payable, plaintiff, as the prevailing party, was entitled to the contractual rate of interest rather than the statutory rate pursuant to R.C. 1343.03(A).
Where no objections were filed to the magistrate’s decision, Civ.R. 53(D)(4)(c) required the trial court to review the decision for errors of law and defects evident on its face; and where the trial court failed to correct a clear error in the magistrate’s award of late charges from a certain date, the cause must be remanded for correction of the error.
