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SUMMARY:

The trial court did not err in declaring constitutional a residential zoning designation placed on land presently and historically used for industrial purposes.
A city is empowered to zone property in an effort to change the character of a neighborhood; therefore, appellants did not meet their high burden of establishing that the zoning applied to their property was unconstitutional. 

Appellants did not establish a total regulatory taking, i.e., that the zoning deprived the owner of all economically viable uses of the land, assuming such a claim was properly pled.
