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SUMMARY:

Because all of the R.C. 2151.414(D)(2) factors were met, and therefore, an award of permanent custody to the Hamilton County Department of Job and Family Services was in the child’s best interest, the court was not required to weigh the R.C. 2151.414(D)(1) factors.



Mother did not explicitly contest the trial court’s findings regarding the four R.C. 2151.414(D)(2) factors, which were supported by competent credible evidence where the parents had been inconsistent in their visitation, they had failed to fully participate in the recommended services, concerns regarding domestic violence were still present, and the parents continued to lack the insight that their circumstances needed to change.
