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SUMMARY:





In plaintiffs’ action seeking damages for injuries sustained in a collision between plaintiffs’ motorcycle and a police officer’s cruiser, the trial court properly granted summary judgment on the ground of sovereign immunity for the officer and the political subdivision that employed him:  the evidence offered on the motion showed that the officer, in responding to an emergency call, had collided with the motorcycle while travelling at approximately 20 to 30 m.p.h. through a red light at a busy intersection with multiple lanes, without seeing all the lanes of incoming traffic and without activating the siren on his cruiser; but this evidence was insufficient as a matter of law to demonstrate that the officer had acted willfully and wantonly.
