2) If the above named person is the Obligor under the support order he/she must also supply the Obligee with information regarding the benefits, limitations, and exclusions of the health insurance coverage, copies of any insurance forms necessary to receive reimbursement, payment or other benefits under the coverage, and a copy of any necessary insurance cards.

3) The insured may continue making payments for medical, optical, hospital, dental, or prescription services directly to any health care provider in accordance with the above health insurance coverage, but any reimbursement for out-of-pocket medical, optical, hospital, dental, or prescription expenses paid for any of the above named children shall be paid to .

4) Any co-payments or deductible costs required under the health insurance coverage shall be paid in the following manner:

Obligee shall pay the first $100 per year and % thereafter.

Obligor shall pay Obligee the remainder within thirty days of notification of the expenditure.

5) The person obliged to obtain the insurance shall do so within thirty days of the issuance of this order.  A copy of this order must be provided to the insurer.  Written proof of compliance with these orders must be provided to the Child Support Enforcement Agency, 222 East Central Parkway, Cincinnati, Ohio 45202, also within thirty days.

6) If the Obligor is required to obtain the insurance as stated above and fails to so the court will order his employer to enroll the child(ren) and deduct the cost from Obligor’s earnings.  The Obligor may also be held in contempt and be made liable for any medical expenses incurred.

7) While this order is in effect, the employer of the Obligor is required to release to the Obligee or the CSEA, upon written request any necessary information of the health insurance coverage of the Obligor, including but not limited to the name and address if the insurer and any policy, contract, or plan number and to otherwise comply with O.R.C. 3119.32.

8) Any employer who receives this order shall notify the Child Support Enforcement Agency, 222 East Central Parkway, Cincinnati, Ohio 45202 of any changes in or termination of the Obligor’s health insurance coverage.

9) If the person required to obtain health care insurance coverage for the children subject to this child support order obtains new employment, the agency shall comply with the requirements of section 3119.34 of the revised code, which may result in the issuance of a notice requiring the new employer to take whatever action is necessary to enroll the children in health care insurance coverage provided by the new employer.

This order to remain in effect until further order of the court or termination of the support order.
