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SUMMARY:



The common pleas court did not abuse its discretion in overruling defendant’s postsentence Crim.R. 32.1 motion to withdraw his guilty pleas, because defendant failed to demonstrate the alleged agreement concerning sentencing or that his guilty pleas had been other than voluntary, knowing, or intelligent, and thus he failed to sustain his burden of proving that withdrawal of his pleas was necessary to correct a manifest injustice.



The common pleas court properly dismissed for lack of jurisdiction defendant’s petition for postconviction relief, because R.C. 2953.21 et seq. did not confer jurisdiction to entertain the late petition, and the alleged sentencing error, even if demonstrated, would not have rendered his convictions void.
