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SUMMARY:




The trial court erred by dismissing the claimant’s appeal of the order issued by the Industrial Commission of Ohio terminating compensation and benefits for the previously-allowed condition of substantial aggravation of preexisting dermatomyositis, upon a finding that it had abated as contemplated by R.C. 4123.54(G), because  R.C. 4123.512(A) vested the court of common pleas with subject-matter jurisdiction to hear the appeal, even though the claimant continued to participate in the workers’ compensation fund for other allowed conditions arising out of the same accident.
