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SUMMARY:



Property-owner wife cannot be held liable under a premises-liability-negligence theory for sexual abuse of a minor committed by her husband on the premises where the record fails to demonstrate that the wife knew or should have known that the abuse was occurring; therefore, the trial court did not err in granting summary judgment in her favor.
The trial court did not err in granting summary judgment in favor of defendant wife’s insurer, because there was no viable claim against which to indemnify the wife where plaintiffs did not establish that wife acted negligently.
