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SUMMARY:

Documents requested by relator media outlet, which related to a professional development program for respondent city’s management employees, were not subject to a public records request, because those documents were not “records” as that term is defined in R.C. 149.011(G).
Emails transmitting documents relating to a professional development program for the city’s management employees were not public records; therefore, the media outlet requesting those emails could not be aggrieved by the city’s failure to maintain them.
Where the media outlet was not entitled to documents relating to a professional development program for the city’s management employees, the trial court’s decision not to award attorney fees for the media outlet’s litigation relating to those documents was not erroneous.
