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SUMMARY:






 The trial court did not err by dismissing for lack of subject- matter jurisdiction a copyright holder’s complaint alleging the infringement of its copyrights in architectural drawings, because the copyright holder did not allege a breach-of-contract claim falling outside the subject matter of copyright law, and the copyright holder’s infringement claims fell within the exclusive jurisdiction of the federal courts and were preempted, even though the copyright holder did not register its architectural drawings.
