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SUMMARY:

The trial court did not err in imposing a mandatory fine where defendant filed an affidavit of indigency that established he was currently unable to pay the fine, the record supported a finding that defendant would have the future ability to pay the fine, and the trial court considered defendant’s present and future ability to pay the fine as required by R.C. 2929.19(B)(5).
