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SUMMARY:

The juvenile court had no jurisdiction to enter an order continuing the juvenile’s classification as a Tier I juvenile-offender registrant after he had turned 21 and his disposition, by its own terms, had ended; therefore, the court’s judgments continuing the Tier I classification must be vacated.
