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SUMMARY:
Where defendant had been convicted of two counts of rape and two counts of gross sexual imposition, and on appeal the appellate court had vacated one rape conviction and one gross-sexual-imposition conviction and had affirmed the judgment in all other respects, but had not entered an order of remand, the trial court had no jurisdiction to enter a resentencing entry; the resentencing entry constituted a legal nullity and was void, and therefore, it must be vacated.
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
