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SUMMARY:

In an action between a former couple in which the girlfriend sought to recover money from the sale of real property and other loaned household expenses, the trial court erred in granting summary judgment to the boyfriend upon finding that the girlfriend’s claims sounded in palimony under Williams v. Ormsby, 131 Ohio St.3d 427, 2012-Ohio-690, 966 N.E.2d 255; however, the trial court properly denied the girlfriend’s motion for partial summary judgment with respect to the parties’ agreement to split the profits from the sale of the home, because the record is unclear as to what “profits” means.
