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SUMMARY:



The appeal must be dismissed for lack of a final appealable order because the juvenile court’s entry did not “enter a judgment” as required by Juv.R. 40(D)(4)(e) where, despite ruling on the objection and rejecting the magistrate’s decision, the entry did not apprise the parties of their rights and responsibilities without reference to a separate document as the juvenile court’s entry stated that father’s visitation reverted back to an earlier visitation order, but failed to delineate the particulars of that visitation.
