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SUMMARY:

The juvenile court did not err in adopting the magistrate’s decision granting permanent custody of two children to the Hamilton County Department of Job and Family Services where the decision was supported by ample competent and credible evidence, and was not against the manifest weight of the evidence. 

The juvenile court did not err in adopting the magistrate’s decision granting permanent custody of two children to the Hamilton County Department of Job and Family Services where mother continued an abusive relationship despite domestic-violence concerns, failed to adequately understand and manage her children’s developmental delays and behavior issues, and failed to advance beyond the most restrictive level of supervised visitation with the children. 
The magistrate’s decision allowing the children’s In re Williams attorney to withdraw at the beginning of the permanent-custody hearing was not plain error because at the time of the withdrawal the children’s wishes were aligned with the guardian ad litem’s recommendation of a grant of permanent custody to the Hamilton County Department of Job and Family Services, and the hearing did not develop evidence of a conflict between the children’s wishes and the guardian ad litem’s recommendation.
