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SUMMARY:



The state’s evidence was sufficient to show that defendant constructively possessed an automatic weapon and a suppressor where defendant lived in the only habitable floor of a house in a small eight-by-ten room, where the house was the only place where police had ever interacted with him and they had never seen anyone else there,  where he listed the address of the house as his residence, and where the weapon and suppressor were found in a safe in a closet that also contained a safe with the weapon and suppressor inside. 



Defendant was not denied his Sixth Amendment right to counsel where the defendant had previously knowinly, voluntarily, and knowingly waived his right to counsel and elected to represent himself and where, after the state rested its case, defendant said he wanted standby counsel to represent him and standby counsel could not, defendant said he did not want the court to appoint counsel for him. 



The trial court did not abuse its discretion in finding defendant competent to stand trial when even though the first evaluation found that defendnat was not competent, two subsequent evaluations found that he was competent and the trial court relied on those two evaluations.
