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SUMMARY:



A valid contract existed for sale of airplane parts where the parties’ email exchanges contained the requisite elements of offer, acceptance, and consideration sufficient to establish the parties’ “meeting of the minds” for purposes of contract formation, and therefore, the trial court erred in determining that no contract existed.



Where a valid contract existed the parties’ recovery on the quasi-contract theory of unjust enrichment must be reversed, because unjust-enrichment damages are not available where a valid contract exists.
