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SUMMARY:
The trial court did not err in rejecting plaintiff corporation’s claim that a city ordinance violated the fundamental right of its owner to marry and in upholding the denial of the application for recertification of the corporation as a small business enterprise:  the corporation failed to negate a rational basis for the city’s ordinance requiring that both spouses’ assets be used to determine whether the corporation qualifies as a small business for purposes of renewal of its small business enterprise certification under the city’s code.
