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SUMMARY:



The juvenile court erred in sustaining father’s objections to the magistrate’s decision, rejecting the magistrate’s decision, and granting legal custody of the child to father when the court applied the wrong legal standard and competent, credible evidence did not support the court’s best interest determination because the court provided no contrary findings to those found by the magistrate and failed to explain in its decision that legal custody to father was in the child’s best interest. 




The juvenile court did not err in finding father’s objections to the magistrate’s decision timely when the filing deadline fell on a legal holiday and father filed his objections the next day.
