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SUMMARY:




The trial court’s imposition of a consecutive sentence was supported by the record and not otherwise contrary to law because the factual conclusions underlying the trial court’s findings were undisputed.  The defendant’s other assignments of error were barred because the defendant raised—or should have raised—those challenges in his inaugural appeal.
