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SUMMARY:



The common pleas court properly declined to entertain the ineffective-assistance-of-counsel claim presented in the petition under R.C. 2953.21 et seq. for postconviction relief:  the postconviction statutes did not confer jurisdiction to entertain the petition, when the petition was not timely filed, R.C. 2953.21(A)(2), and did not satisfy the R.C. 2953.23(A)(1)(b) jurisdictional requirement for a late postconviction petition, by demonstrating an outcome-determinative constitutional violation during the proceedings leading to petitioner’s conviction; nor could relief on that ground have been afforded under the jurisdiction to correct a void judgment, because petitioner’s conviction was not void when entered by a court having personal and subject-matter jurisdiction.
