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SUMMARY:

The juvenile court did not deny the father in a permanent-custody proceeding the right to counsel where father’s waiver of the right to counsel could be inferred at early hearings by his failure to appear and to communicate with counsel and at later hearings by his express waiver of counsel.
The juvenile court did not err in failing to inquire into father’s competency, even though it appointed him a guardian ad litem to help him understand the proceedings as he represented himself, where nothing in the record showed that father was incapable of understanding the proceedings.
