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SUMMARY:


  
  
The trial court erred in granting plaintiff insured’s motion for summary judgment and finding that plaintiff was entitled to coverage under a commercial general liability insurance policy issued by defendant insurance company where plaintiff, a construction company, demolished a restaurant without authorization, because the demolition of the restaurant did not fall within the definition of “occurrence” under the policy.
