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SUMMARY:

The juvenile court’s determination that the children cannot be placed with father within a reasonable time or should not be placed with father was supported by clear-and-convincing evidence, including evidence that father had abandoned his children because he had not seen them in nearly four years.
The juvenile court’s determination that granting permanent custody to Hamilton County Job and Family Services was in the best interest of the children was supported by clear-and-convincing evidence, including evidence that the children had almost no relationship with father who had not seen them for nearly four years, father lacked insight into sexual abuse committed by two of the children against another of the children, the children’s guardian ad litem supported a grant of permanent custody, and the children needed for a stable and secure placement.
