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SUMMARY:




The trial court erred in overruling defendant’s motion to suppress evidence recovered during a search of his automobile, because the evidence presented at the hearing on the motion failed to establish that the officer’s search of defendant’s vehicle was permitted under the automobile exception to the warrant requirement where the evidence showed that in a high-drug-activity area the officer saw defendant’s car parked near a sidewalk with a person leaning into it and, as the officer approached, the person walked away, defendant then pulled away from the curb without signaling and was stopped by the officer.
