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SUMMARY:




The trial court did not err in granting summary judgment in favor of the defendants on plaintiffs’ medical-malpractice claims and wrongful-death claim where the plaintiffs filed their lawsuit more than one year after they had notice of their daughter’s complications and death and more than two years after her death.



The plaintiffs were collaterally estopped from relitigating whether the defendant doctor had committed fraud and spoliation where the plaintiffs had a full and fair opportunity to litigate the issue in the Court of Claims and the Tenth District Court of Appeals, both courts had rejected the claims, and the Ohio Supreme Court had declined jurisdiction.
