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SUMMARY:

Mother had no standing to appeal an award of permanent custody of her children to the Hamilton County Department of Job and Family Services or the denial of a relative’s custody petition where mother did not challenge the termination of her parental rights and the relative did not appeal the denial of her custody petition. 

Where neither mother nor the children contest the termination of mother’s parental rights, the children have no standing to appeal the denial of a relative’s petition for custody where the relative did not appeal.  [But see DISSENT:  The children, who were parties to the juvenile court proceeding, have standing in their own right, which is not contingent on any adult’s standing, to appeal the denial of a relative’s petition for custody even though the children did not contest the termination of mother’s parental rights and the relative did not appeal the denial of her petition.]
